1. Course description

This seminer is conducted for junior students to write an independent thesis and for senior students to write a
graduation thesis. The general objective of the seminar is to give the students a diverse perspective on international
development and motivate them to test acceptability and adoptability of different technological and
institutional/policy innovations in low-income, developing and developed countries’ context. More particularly,
the students will learn how a good research paper can be written from the selection of research topic, writing the
concept note, analyzing data using statistical software (for example, STATA), developing the discussion, etc. in the
field of empirical development economics. In consultation with the instructor, the surdents can choose any
issue/innovation/topic for their research from broad ranges of topics in the contemporary global context with
particular attention to Asian Economies. Students should be able to find appropriate data for answering their
research questions and use econometrics approch to analyese the data (cross section or panel data or time series).
Students will be selected as sub-seminer members-they are also expected to give verbal comments on other
researches to be presented in the seminer.

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Zhengfei Yu Seminar (Selected Topics in Program Evaluation)

Zhengfei Yu, Assistant Professor, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences

1. Introduction

Program evaluation is about discovering and measuring the causal effects of programs or policy
interventions. This course is intended to equip 3™-year students with popular strategies and approaches in
empirical researches using cross sectional or panel data. Main topics include: elements in causal
inference, randomized controlled trials (RTC), permutation test, differences-in-differences (DID), the
sample selection model, instrumental variables (revisited from a perspective deeper than that in
BC12061), propensity scores, regression discontinuity (RD) designs and distributional/quantile treatment
effects.

A reading list will be provided by the instructor at the beginning of the course. There is no required
textbook.

Participating students are expected to present the papers from the reading list. The instructor will give
lectures when necessary. Grades are based on attendance (20%), presentation (30%) and a term paper or
assigned projects (50%). Students can choose either a term paper or assigned projects. Assigned
projects are based on datasets used by published papers. Students are asked to replicate the main results

of these papers and answer related questions.
