Course Description: This seminar explores the issues of economic growth, income
distribution, economic policy, income inequality, poverty, social wellbeing and
vulnerability from an interrelated perspective. Emphasis will be made on specific
topics on the basis of research topics of students. The process and challenges of
economic development are discussed with historical and contemporary contexts.
Students will have opportunities to examine the different and competing theories of
economic development and their economic policy recommendations to address
pressing economic, social and political problems in developing countries.

Objective: The main objective of the seminar is to equip students with the analytical
skills and research methods in development economics and policy issues. The seminar
discusses theories, policies, and country experiences to understand major issues in
development economics and policy.

Approach: This seminar emphasizes on participatory approach of students in which
selected economic development issue in developing and developed countries are
discussed. The seminar involves extensive reading and discussion so as to expose
students to diverse ideas and methodologies. It also helps students prepare themselves
to conduct research on issues of their choice.

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Zhengfei Yu Seminar (Selected Topics in Program Evaluation)

Zhengfei Yu, Associate Professor, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences

1. Introduction

Program evaluation is about discovering and measuring the causal effects of programs or policy
interventions. This course is intended to equip 3"-year students with popular strategies and approaches in
empirical researches using cross sectional or panel data. Main topics include: elements in causal
inference, randomized controlled trials (RTC), permutation test, differences-in-differences (DID), the
sample selection model, instrumental variables (revisited from a perspective deeper than that in
BC12061), propensity scores, regression discontinuity (RD) designs and distributional/quantile treatment
effects.

A reading list will be provided by the instructor at the beginning of the course. There is no required
textbook.

Participating students are expected to present the papers from the reading list. The instructor will give
lectures when necessary. Grades are based on attendance (20%), presentation (30%) and a term paper or
assigned projects (50%). Students can choose either a term paper or assigned projects. Assigned
projects are based on datasets used by published papers. Students are asked to replicate the main results
of these papers and answer related questions.

Undergraduate,
master's, and doctoral students who already have research topics must present their theses related to GISS.
